Robin Taylor Wright--director, producer, and playwright--has authored many notable works, including:  Home for 
Boys (Brighton Fringe Festival; UC Follies Theatre, Toronto; Refinery Theatre, Saskatoon); The Maidenwar (Theatre 
Double Take, Toronto); Fireproof (Pink Parasol, Fort Frances; Whelan’s Gate, Toronto); and Don’t You Dare Run 
Away (The Bunker Performance Lounge, Stratford). Among his inspirations, Robin cites playwrights Sarah Polley and 
David Young, director Norio Deguchi, author John Steinbeck, and the bands Fugazi and The Minutemen--and he 
credits The Legend of Zelda with encouraging his fascination in the building and bridging of worlds and multiple 
universes. 

 
Embracing a DIY ethos, Robin’s company--Laughing Cactus Productions--focuses on the creation of new works 

in unconventional spaces. Robin’s scripts do not occupy these spaces as much as they transform them. Like a 
literary alchemist, he mixes uniquely specific experiences with echoes of our universal one to reveal situations that 
resonate with his audience long after the final act. Whether set in a natural or a mythical space, Robin’s tender, and 
often comical, treatment of character and relationships invites his audience to imagine and participate in curating the 
worlds he presents.
